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TOMB-
SWEEPING
FESTIVAL

he Tomb-Sweeping Festival is set at 106 days after

the winter season. In the past, the festival has other
names such as 'Ghost Festival' . Today, it is simply
known as "Tomb-sweeping festival' (Qing Ming Jie).

10 days before or after the actual day, the descendants
of the family visit their ancestors' tombs or niches to
pay their respects. By doing so, the descendants display
their filial piety and respects for the deceased. This
tradition which is followed by the Chinese, has been

- passed down from generation to generation since the
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Wei-Qiu Dynasty .

The main activity of Tomb-Sweeping Day is for the
whole family, young and old, to go to the graveyard of
deceased family members to burn incense and perform
a ritual offering, while at the same time clearing away
overgrown plants from the grave site.

If for whatever reasons one could not be present at the
tomb, he can also burn incense and perform a ritual
offering at another venue. This too shows his piety to
his ancestors.
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THE SIGNIFICANCE OF THE

DRAGON BOAT

FESTIVAL

As with the Chinese Lunar New Year and Mooncake Festival,
the Dumpling Festival (or Dragon Boat Festival) is one of the
3 most celebrated festivals. During the5th day of the Sth month
of the lunar calendar each year, the Chinese in variably celebrate
the Dumpling Festival arduously.

The Dumpling Festival expresses the Chinese deepest respect for
the great patriotic Chinese poet, Qu Yuan. Qu Yuan was then framed
by other court officials of the then ruling dynasty. The Emperor of
the Chu Dynasty extricated him whom then committed suicide by
throwing himself into the Ni Luo River to prove his innocence and
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patriotism for the country. Upon hearing the sad news, fellowmen
sailed out in search for his body. Fearing the body might be eaten
by the fishes, the fellowmen wrapped gluttonous rice with leaves
to serve as baits. Today, dumplings and dragon boat races become

a tradition in the Dumpling Festival.

Chinese Singaporeans have now injected new social meaning in
this festival. Singaporeans now not only pay their deepest respect
to the Chinese poet, Qu Yuan, but also commemorate the 'warriors'
whom had contributed tremendously to the community. This too
serves as a reminder to Singaporean' of their duties and obligations
to our country.

Note: Qu Yuan was born in 340-278 B.C and served in various
official positions in the Kingdom of Chu.
